
Colorado's state legal code protects up to 2 hours of paid time off for employees to vote on

(1) Eligible electors entitled to vote at an election shall be entitled to absent themselves for the 
purpose of voting from any service or employment in which they are then engaged or 
employed on the day of the election for a period of two hours during the time the polls are 
open.
