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You may be able to get the seasonal flu shot — as well as other vaccines — at
your local retail pharmacy. Depending on your plan, vaccines may be covered
under your medical benef'ﬁat no cost-share ($0) to you.*

You shouldn’t need to make an appointment to get a vaccine but you should
call your pharmacy to mgke sure your vaccine is available at that location.
