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It can be stressful reacclimating yourself as you prepare to return to work following the novel 
Coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic. This stress can often create mental, physical and emotional 
challenges that can feel overwhelming as you try to adjust to a new ‘normal’ over the coming 
weeks and months.   
 
This tip sheet is designed to provide you with information and resources to help make your 
return to work as stress-free as possible.  
 

Childcare Resources 
With the possibility of schools and daycare centers remaining closed, coordinating childcare 
can be extremely difficult as you get ready to return to work. Below are suggested ways to 
help you navigate possible alternatives, such as: 

 Reaching out to family members, stay-at-home parents or friends who may be available to assist you as 
you return to work. 

 Asking your supervisor if flexible shifts or hours are available. It may be possible to alternate schedules 
with your spouse/partner to minimize or even eliminate the need for alternative childcare.  

 If you are a supervisor, be as flexible as possible to accommodate employees in accordance with your 
business practices.  

 Checking for resources from your local school and/or childcare center about temporary care providers. 

 Posting to social media or online parenting groups to find additional childcare options.  

 Posting to Nextdoor (https://nextdoor.com/) to see if anyone in your surrounding neighborhood could 
care for your child(ren). 

 Searching for local grassroots childcare co-ops and matching services that are quickly coming online to 
help address needs during this time. 

 Contacting your local United Way about local child care resources (https://www.unitedway.org/find-your-
united-way).
